Follow MLA format precisely.
All assignments must be typed in 12 point Times Roman.

Length
Eight to 10 pages
Papers longer than 12 pages and shorter than 8 pages will be marked down. Papers less than seven pages will not pass.

Content
Your paper needs an argument. This is not a report where you simply summarize your sources.  Start with a point of view. Choose material that supports it and that you can refute. 
Maintain a balanced tone and credible persona. Do not use “I.”  

Sources
Eight are required. 
No more than one Internet source, such as a .com or .org. To use an Internet source, you must complete the workshop on evaluating Internet sources, Beyond Google.
At least two must be from books or ebooks.
At least two must be from scholarly journals that can be found through databases such as EBSCOhost or Gale or in print.
No general encyclopedia sources, like Wikopedia are allowed
At least one “other” source: interviews, television show, radio show, documentary, website, movie, music lyrics, etc.
The balance of sources should be the type that works best for your topic.
No one source should dominate your essay

Citing sources
Follow MLA format precisely.
You must cite in your paper all the sources listed in the Works Cited page.
Give the credentials of the each source the first time you use it in the paper. 
Use a lead in where the source starts and a parenthetical where it ends.
Ten to 15 percent may be quotes.
Summarize and paraphrase your sources if at all possible. Use direct quotes only when the language is effective.
Most of the paper should be your ideas.
Quotes must be less than four lines. 

Copies
You must turn in photocopies of all your sources. Only the cover page with publication information and the page(s) you use are required. Highlight borrowed material. If you watch a movie, conduct an interview, or listen to a radio show, supply transcripts or notes. Without all source copies, your paper will not pass.

Plagiarism
First and final drafts must be turned into our Pearson lab.  
Any student who plagiarizes any part of the final draft of the research paper will receive an “F” on the paper, which will result in a failing grade in the class.

Types of papers: It might be helpful to think of your research paper on social change/protest as one of three types.

 1. A Movement 
- A protest or social movement that is over, such as the protest against the Vietnam conflict, anti-slavery movement, women's right to vote, grey power movement of late '60s, civil rights movement, farm workers, women's movement, Native American rights, Black Power, free speech, student movement for ethnic studies, etc.

Since these are big topics, this paper would focus on some aspect, such as most effective tactics, legacy, problems, reasons for success, little known issue, unappreciated person, leadership, or an organization. Make sure the paper isn't too superficial.



2. A protest event
- An event that is part of a larger issue, such as the Camden 28, a riot, Wounded Knee, desegregating Little Rock High School, a grocery store strike, a coal mine protest, grape strike, clean water, Children's Crusade, Native American takeover of Alcatraz Island, etc.

This paper would focus on the importance of the event within the movement. Make sure the paper isn't just telling a story in chronological order. 



3. An issue that is unresolved.
- A current issue that we are still discussing, such as wearing fur, right to die, immigration, Native American mascots, cancer clusters, globalism, fair trade, etc.


This paper would discuss why the author supports or opposes this issue and the effectiveness of the protest movement surrounding it. Make sure it isn't a rant. 






Your research question is something you are wondering about. As you conduct research, you will develop an opinion and a point of view. Your thesis will have an argument on an issue of protest. 

Possible research questions:

1.  How did the anti-war music affect the peace movement? What were the short term and long term effects? (can include research on how music affects people or specific artists)

2. How effective were the non-violent tactics of Martin Luther King, Jr. during the Montgomery Bus Boycott? Were their effectiveness specific to that time period? Were there limitations?

	or Are there others who deserve credit that are not recognized in the 	civil rights movement?

3. What were the tactics of the Black Panther Party? Was the Party effective in reaching its goals? (Put them in the context of being a separatist movement.)

4. What were the goals of the Native Americans in taking over Alcatraz Island? Was the takeover effective? Why or why not? What is the legacy?

5. What is the cultural legacy of the anti-war protests against the Vietnam conflict?

6. What were the tactics of the women in trying to get the right to vote? Why were they successful? Why did it take so long?

7. Is People for the Ethical Treatment of Animals (PETA) effective in convincing people to not wear fur? Or not eat meat? Why or why not?

8. Why has the DREAM act that allows teens who were brought to the U.S. as children to attend college not been passed? Should it be passed? How effective is the protest movement?

   9. Why has the California DREAM act that allows teens who were brought 	to the US as children to receive financial aid not been passed? Should 	it be passed? How effective is the protest movement? 

10. How did the women trying to get the right to vote successfully use networks (organizations)?

11. Why was the Church of Latter Day Saints and the Catholic Churches effective in helping to defeat Prop. 8? How involved should a church be in politics?

12. What was the rhetoric used to convince people to pass the amendment abolishing slavery?  What reasons were aimed at white women and what reason were aimed at white men? How did religion play a role on both sides?

13. Is there a movement trying to convince women to accept their bodies (and not get plastic surgery, not be thin, not wear make -up)? Is it effective?

14. How was Cesar Chavez able to gain better working conditions for farm workers? What is his legacy? Why were boycotts effective or not effective?

15. What are the challenges in organizing the disenfranchised, such the homeless and poor? What are successful or not successful movements?

16. What have been the successful tactics of those advocating for the homeless? Focus on a time period or a part of the country. What should be provided for the homeless?

18. What are the difficulties in convincing people or governments to change their behavior to reduce global warming?  What steps should the government take?
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19. What have been the problems for Native Americans in getting some of their land back? What does the government owe them now?

20. How did women getting the right to vote affect fashion and behavior of women in the 1920s?

21. How have people gained the legal right to end their or their loved one's life in case of terminal illness? How has that battle been fought successfully and unsuccessfully?

22. Do people have the right to refuse medical treatment for themselves or for their children?  What church has led that fight? Has that cause been successful? 


23. What were the challenges for women in the 1920s to be able to obtain birth control legally?  How were they successful? What was their rhetoric?

In My Place assignment

Parts of speech

Noun - names a person, place, thing, idea, feeling. 

Pronoun - takes the place of a noun.  
Personal (I, you, he, she, etc.); reflexive (myself, himself, etc.); relative (that, which, that, whose, etc.); demonstrative (this, that, these, those); indefinite (everybody, few, each); and interrogative (who, what, etc.).

Verb - shows action or helps make a statement
Action - shows action
Linking - links a subject to a describing word. These can be linking verbs : to be, to feel, to remain, to grow, etc.
Helping - helps an action or linking verb. Examples are do, does, did, has, had, have, may, might, must, should, would, could, shall, will, can, is, am, are, was, were, be, being, been.

Adjective - modifies a noun, tells which one, how many, what kind. 

Adverb - modifies adjectives and other adverbs, tells how, when where, and to what extent.

Preposition - shows a relationship between a noun or pronoun and some other word in the sentence. List is on previous page.

Conjunction - joins words, phrases, and clauses.
Coordinating conjunction - for, and, nor, but, or, yet, so
Subordinating conjunction - start dependent clauses (since, when, after, if, etc.)
Correlative - (not only/but also, neither/nor,  either/or,  both/and)

Infinitive - to + a verb

Articles - a, an, the (are also adjectives) 




Sentence parts
Subject -  
a noun, pronoun, gerund, or infinitive
is never in the prepositional phrase
is never here or there
can be understood or implied
part of the sentence about which something is being said

Clauses

Independent clauses - can stand on their own.


Dependent clauses -
 can not stand on their own
start with a subordinating conjunction (listed on a previous page)
have a subject and a verb
need an independent clause
are needed to create complex sentences

Two sentences run together without a semi-colon or a period
Example: Jayme keeps me company in my office he often lies across my desk. (Fix with a period or semi-colon between “office” and “he.”)
 
Comma rules

1. Put commas around nonessential information, such as adjective clauses and appositives. 
Example: My brother, who drives a red truck, works in the film industry.
I like to eat at Olive Garden, an Italian restaurant. 

2. Put commas around interrupters.
Example: The information, however, is subject to discussion. 

3. Put a comma after a dependent clause.
Example: After the cats ate, they went to sleep.

4. Put a comma after a coordinating conjunction in a compound sentence.
Example: Jackson sleeps on the sofa, but Jayme likes to sleep in a hidden place.

5. Put a comma between items in a series of three or more.
Example: Jayme meowed, ate his food, and ran around the house.

6. Put a comma after introductory word groups and direct address.
Example: Luckily, I found the source of the leak.

7. Put a comma between a city and state. 
Example: Her house in Bakersfield, California, is air-conditioned. 












Semi-colon rules

1. Put a semi-colon between independent clauses.
Example: Jayme is Jack’s brother; they play well together.

2. Put a semi-colon before a conjunctive adverb in a compound sentence.
Example: Jack is blind; consequently, he runs into the furniture if he gets scared. 
3. Put a semi-colon between items in a series that has commas.
Example:  I have invited my sister, who lives in Tennessee; my aunt, who lives in Maryland; and my brother, who lives in Los Angeles.



Colon rules

1. Put a colon after an independent clause and before a list or explanation.
Example: The career has three qualifications: outgoing personality, good with statistics, and impressive research skills.


2. Put a colon after an independent clause and before a quote.
Example: He explained the colon rule clearly: “When a colon is used to introduce a quotation, the part of the sentence that precedes the colon should be grammatically independent.”

Apostrophe
